Minutes of Pride Board Meeting

May 19, 2010

Meeting was called to order at 6:03 PM by President Lara Ketterman.  

Administration Report was given by Pat Goolsby.  She talked about several items as follows:

1. Ian Moses has requested $500 from Pride Board to pay for Mt. Pointe’s portion of the All City Sports Banquet where several of our athletes and coaches will be honored.  Mary Loomis moved to pay the $500.  Tina Kearns seconded the motion and the motion passed.

2. Mrs. Goolsby reported that the Mt. Pointe HS received the A+ Award which included a $500 check.  Mrs. Goolsby would like to do a staff/faculty breakfast which will cost approximately $1,000 and she requests $400 from Pride Board.  Mary Loomis moved that Pride Board provide the $400 for the staff/faculty breakfast to help with the cost.  Mike McCloskey seconded and the motion passed.

3. There will be a Freshman Boot Camp this year where 658 freshman will come to MPHS two days prior to the official start of school to help facilitate the first day of school.  35 teachers are volunteering to be available and Mrs. Goolsby would like to provide the lunch for two days and t-shirts for the volunteers.  Total cost is estimated to be about $250.  Mary Loomis moved that Pride Board provide the $250.  Thom Walker seconded the motion and the motion passed.

4. Mrs. Goolsby reported that Student Council no longer receives the funds from the coke machines as they do not sell soda at the school any longer and coke removed the machines.  She wanted to remind us that Student Council would like to have the home football games for their fundraisers.  This was tabled to the August 18 Pride Board Meeting.

5. Joint Fundraiser with Student Council for a “Back to School Promotion” with Westcor which runs July 26 to August 3.  Pride Board agreed to share the fundraiser with Student Council.

6. Mrs. Goolsby has extra coke funds and asked Pride Board to hold the funds in our accounts.  

7. Some early 2010-2011 calendar highlights

a. 1st home football game is 8/27/10

b. Open house is 8/23/10

c. Homecoming is 9/24/10

d. Newsletter will be mailed home during the 1st week of July.  If you would like to put anything in it the deadline is 6/10/10

8. Mr. Kipper received a letter from Maricopa County Environmental Services reminding the school of rules regarding food handling.  Copy of the letter is attached to these minutes and all groups who handle food are encouraged to have food handler’s license (if needed) and to comply with these rules.

Lara introduced Mrs. BJ Knuth who will do MPHS sweatshirts/sweats, t-shirts and other promotional items.

Denise Konieczny provided the Treasurer’s report and the Membership report.  We had one new member in May, received $19.80 from MPHS items that were sold at Fry’s and we have a total of 334 members.  (Budget is based on 335 members).  Pride Board has $6,603.45 in our accounts on 5/19/2010.

Grad Nite reported they are still selling tickets and have 141 signed up to go to Disneyland and 190 signed up to attend Grad Nite at Gameworks.

Reviewed and approved numerous fundraisers for Fall activities.

Discussed the membership to Pride Board not be mandatory however, administration supports Pride Board membership and encourages all parents to be members.  Important for insurance coverage is anyone volunteers at sporting, band or any other events.

Significant discussion  was centered on the request from the school nurse to purchase one more defibrillator  (AED Unit) as the cost of the machine also includes the need to keep the electrodes working and having the unit inspected every 5 years.  Mary Loomis moved that Pride Board purchase one AED Unit through funds raised from the coin truck and have sports booster groups also aid in the funding.  2nd by Lupita Van Alstine.  More discussion followed and Mary Loomis amended the motion the Pride Board pays for the additional EAD unit and the maintenance.  2nd by Shannon Kersting.   Motion passed.

Denise mentioned she still needs financial information for the period 7/1/08 through 6/30/09 from the following groups:  Dance, girls soccer, theatre, golf, softball and boys volleyball.  This information is needed to file our tax return in August due to our new 501-c-3 status.
